In these circumstances, we are faced with
two choices:

choice can trigger the stant of a rapid
downfal, We do not realise how quickly
the heart becomes hard, critical, and
judgemental, Spiritual pride blinds us to
our own faults and magnifies the faults of
others. Once this happens, the person now
sees, feels, speaks, and understands
everything the wrong way. He is now
walking on dangerous ground, because he
starts to become the judge over everyone,
He begins to believe that heis the only one
whois right.

Resentment and
bitterness, often allied with self-pity, take
control of his heart, which can even lead to
his leaving the church. Once this happens,
then his fall is certain, because he has
opened the door 1o the enemy and 1o the
flesh. Only the grace of the Lord can bring
hirm to true repentance, which is the only
way for his deliverance,

The Bible says that if a Christian becomes
entangled again in the corruption of the
world, he is warse off at the end than he
was at the beginning.

A Day at “Thandiwe” - Blantyre, Malawi

It is almost impossible to
describe to an outsider the
canditions in which this school
operates. Yet, the children are

sitting  in  tiny
scattered on the pitted floor of
the main church building, with
smiles on their faces and an
eagerness to learn. Rita Maliza
has an ‘offica” in the partially
completed toilet block. 200
pupils use two latrine pits dug
into the septic tank

rooms  or

Until CTMI became involved,
thanks to a supporter from the
UsA, who came forward to
pravide funds to make some
improvements 1o the school,
most children were not even
eating regularly. It's likely that
many of these children, still
dressed in rags and often
shoeless, would not even be
alive today without this
support.  Most go home 1o
"guardians,” who are often
older brothers
grandparents,

and sisters, or

Ten underpaid teachers write
on blackboards to teach the
children 7 basic subjects in

English and Chichewa, in
classes consisting of 10 to 45
pupils.  In another tiny room,
the daily meal of beans, greens
and "nsima; the local version of
*sadsa” made from maize four
is being prepared. Previously,
maals were served in rotation,
as there were only about 40
plates. Black tea was given on
most days, because Thandiwe
could not afford sugar or milk.
Water for cooking is purchased
and carried in plastic containers
from about 100m away.

During our visit last September,
the children put on a display
showing their talents in reciting
‘poemsy; bible verses; singing
songs and dancing; they even
gave us a demonstration of
acrobatic skills learnt during
their playtime. What strikes the
onlooker is that thereis a greal
amount of love shown to the
children and, at no time, does
one sense a feeling of hard or
harsh discipline being applied
to them, as would be the case
in most similar types of
institutions.

Teddy Maliza, the Director of the
school, welcomed the guests in
simple words; best summarised
from his opening and closing
sentences... “Thank God you
have come... Now you have
seen for yourselves. . "
