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TRUE REVIVAL IS GOMING

E KNOW THAT REVIVAL IS COMING

back to the church as the prophets have

spoken about it, that the later rain will
be greater than the former rain. The revival that
the early church experienced, that we read about
in the book of Acts, shook the church and brought
true repentance because of what the apostles were
carrying and living in their hearts. This was not a
message that was merely heard and subsequently
preached, it was the very life of Christ Himself
being lived in and through them as they identified
with Him totally in His death, sufferings and
resurrection.

The key element of any revival, | believe, still has
to be the true gospel of Jesus Christ and Him
crucified (1 Corinthians 2 vs. 1-5). The church
has heard and is hearing a gospel that is so watered
down, compromised and mixed with the flavour
of this world’s system, that it is hard to distinguish
many times, what is of the church and what is of
the world. This mixture and compromised state is
what we have in the church today. This is the state
of the Laodecean church. Rev 3 vs 15-20. Jesus
speaks about this church as being lukewarm yet
they claimed to be rich, in need of nathing, wealthy.
But they did not know that their true spiritual state
was wretched, poor, blind and naked. He therefore

councils the church to cover their naked state and
anoint their eyes with salve so that they can see
once again how far they have fallen from the pure
gospel of the cross, saying, “Be zealous and
repent.” Shockingly, in vs, 20, the picture we get
is Jesus standing outside the church knocking on
the door and wanting to come in. Many churches’
preachers are so backslidden, lukewarm and worldly
that they are not even aware that Jesus is outside
their church knacking to come in. Their programs,
activities, etc have kept Him outside the church.
How sad! But because of His great love and grace,
He continues to knock at the door of men’s hearts,
inviting them to be zealous and repent so they
can see their spiritual depravity.

The truth is that revival cannot be preached by
people it has not touched. Revival is a state of
heart. Qur experiences in the CTMI group of
churches, having worked together and been worked
together, is that the people will hear the pure
doctrine of Christ which is preached by men of
God because they are really living the clarity of
the gospel that has broken them, and as a result,
they are becoming more and more formed into his
image, Romans chapter 8 verses 29. These men
are ready to humble themselves and have paid the
price to carry this wonderful, life-changing gospel.
