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Greetings Brethren, 

In this newsletter, we wish to update you on some exciting new developments that have been taking place in the city of 

Francistown, Botswana. The Apostolic Commission spoken of in Matthew 28:18-22 ‘To make Disciples of all Nations’ is the 

challenge for the Church today. We see in the book of Acts, that when the Church was scattered, it was an opportunity for all 

those scattered, to spread the gospel of Jesus Christ wherever they went. 

In 2004, the Phaswana family, who having been part of us here at SPCC, Bulawayo for many years, returned to live in 

Francistown. This move was the beginning of great things to come and in 2005 we found ourselves being invited to host a youth 

camp for a group of churches that had made contact with this wonderful couple. In 2007, many young people from this group 

joined us on our annual youth camp in Zimbabwe. In October 2009, we were once again invited to share at a youth camp there. 

Two of our brothers, Ndumiso Sibanda and Mpilo Tshuma, had the opportunity to take eight meetings that triggered a revolution 

in the lives of the young people. Such was the impact of the gospel on the youth, that they began asking for DVDs’ and CDs’ of 

the gospel messages.  The change in the lives of these precious young people became so evident that brother Ndumiso returned 

again to Francistown in December 2009, and the pastor of the local Church where these young people were attending, asked him 

to share in the Church there.

Pastor Khiwa pastors a Church of approximately 80 people, called Hosanna 

Bible Ministries in a small town called Tonata, situated approximately 35km 

south of Francistown.  He was thirsty for the gospel and invited Ndumiso to 

return in January 2010 for ‘A Revival Weekend’.  So Pastor Howard Ncube 

and Ndumiso Sibanda from SPCC, and Brighton Charama from the Harvest 

Church in Gaborone, Botswana, joined together to form a team and visited 

Francistown for this special weekend. 

 

 

The team was hosted once again 

by the Phaswana Family and the 

first meeting of the weekend was 

set for Friday evening. 

Ndumiso shared on ‘Allowing the Gospel to take hold of our lives’. Using Luke 10:32-42 as 

his text, he warned on the danger of being too busy with works and programs. He 

likened this to Martha, who did not feel the need or have the time to sit at Jesus feet. 

Often, we can be so caught up with busy lives and schedules. It was a rich time in the 

word and Pastor Khiwa closed the meeting and announced that the next meeting will be 

held at 6pm the following evening, Saturday.

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We spent Saturday morning with Pastor Khiwa and his leadership 

team, and  had such a rich time of fellowship.  We had taken along 

CTMI DVD’s of the ñChurch Needs to Know Seriesò. We watched 

some of the DVD’s with the leadership team and as we watched, 

one could see such a hunger for more of the gospel in Pastor 

Khiwa’s face. 

The meeting on Saturday evening was taken by Howard Ncube. He 

shared on 2 Samuel 6 explaining how many times the Church has 

invented ways to serve the Lord. Like David, he came up with a new 

way to transport the Ark of the Covenant, instead of the way God 

had instructed him, and this angered God. In the same way, God has 

made one way for us to be reconciled with Himself- through Jesus 

..Christ. 

 

 

 On Sunday, Pastor Khiwa asked Ndumiso to attend a meeting at one of the 

other Churches, approximately 20km from Tonata. Howard and Brighton, 

together, take the meeting at Hosanna Bible Ministries Church. Howard 

shared on Matthew 7:22 on how the Church of Jesus Christ is plagued with 

doctrines which have nothing to do with Jesus Christ. Howard warned that 

unless we are established in Christ, we will fall for every wind of doctrine that 

comes our way, and we will never see change or victory in our lives. 

 

 We need to stop bringing new ways of serving Jesus Christ. Jesus says “If 

anyone wants to be my disciple, he must deny himself, pick up his cross and 

follow me”. Howard ended the meeting with an altar call and many responded.  

God is gracious to His Church. Once again, Pastor Khiwa closed the meeting. As 

he closed, he shared how encouraged he was by what the Lord is accomplishing 

in His people. 

 

Sunday evening was the final meeting with the brothers and sisters of Hosanna Bible Ministries Church, who had been so 

precious to the team. They were joined by our sister, Nhlanhla, who is originally from Bulawayo but now living in Francistown. 

Before Howard preached, Brighton was given the opportunity to share.  He exhorted the brethren to see that it was ‘Grace they 

have to be able to hear this Gospel’, and to have men in their midst whom they can imitate on this road of the Cross. Brighton 

reiterated that it is a Grace that is not found everywhere.  

Howard concluded this ‘Revival Weekend’ by sharing on ‘The Spirit of Mount Sinai.  The Old and New Covenants’. Only through 

Christ and His dealings in our lives, can we be reconciled to God. Finally Pastor Khiwa closed the last meeting and there was much 

joy in the Church for the truth that they have heard. 
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Early on Monday morning the team prepared to leave. Pastor Khiwa came to bid everyone farewell. One can sense 

humility in this man’s heart and a hunger for more of the gospel of the Cross of Jesus Christ and the Grace of God. It is 

such a privilege to be part of the construction of the Church God is building for the return of Jesus Christ.

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Pastor Howard Ncube  - My Testimony  

When I arrived at Hosanna Bible Ministries Church with the team to share the Gospel, 

in my heart I had the same attitude as that of Paul, where I desired to preach nothing 

else except Jesus Christ and Him crucified. The Pastor of the Church, Pastor Khiwa, is an 

elderly man in his early sixties and I was humbled by the hunger for the gospel in this 

man’s heart. He would come and visit every morning where we were staying at the 

Phaswana’s home, purely for fellowship and to hear more of the gospel that has 

changed our hearts. You could sense he was longing to be part of something and I was 

broken when he shared this testimony with me: 

“Often, I have been looking for people to build relationships with. With many of them I 

have felt I did not fit the mould. Many times I felt like an old fashioned preacher” 

Pastor Khiwa had many acquaintances. Many friends had come and preached in the 

Church there, but there were no true relationships built. He was lonely and longed for 

true spiritual relationships. When he saw just how we were in relationship with one 

another in our team, it really challenged him. 

Hosanna Bible Ministries Church has gone through much. In times past, many 

preachers have corrupted the Church with destructive charismatic doctrines, the 

prosperity gospel and humanistic teaching found in the body of Christ today. I 

unknowingly and simply shared on the Cross and touched on many of these things not 

knowing that the Lord was breaking down strongholds in the spirit. I felt such a grace to 

share in this Church and such a hunger in the pastor and the Church as a whole. The 

humility of Pastor Khiwa was such an encouragement. I feel the door is wide open for 

the gospel there, and Pastor Khiwa himself invited us again to return soon.
